Why do I need Confirm mdx?

•	 Confidently rule out prostate cancer-free men from having a potentially unnecessary invasive repeat 

biopsy procedure.
•	 Determine if you are at high risk for prostate cancer and may need a repeat biopsy and potential 

treatment.
